A Little Local History | The Quadricentennial of the Hudson River - Part 111

When we last left off about the history of the Hudson River, the British had forced the Dutch to surrender New Netheflands in

1664. During the next 100 years, Engl andds New Worl|d E |
disagreements between the mother country and her colonies resulted in the American Revolution. The Hudson River was
strategic importance to both sides because the river was a vital artery for transporting people and supplies betwetmibg [L3 c
(now known as states). As a result, the Americans built forts in 1777 to protect the Hudson Highlands including Fore€ljnton
Montgomery. Unfortunately, the British destroyed these forts as part of a plan to take over the river but were unabletéo|comp
their plan because they were defeated at the battle of Saratoga, the turning point of the War. Subsequently as aigepult of t
victory, the French joined forces with the Americans .
A hero at this battle and a brave leader throughout the war was Major Ge
Benedict Arnold. He was wounded at the battle and later was appointed mi
commander in Philadelphia. Arnold, however, had become disillusioned with
American cause after being passed over for promotion and reprimanded by Col
for some careless transgressions. He began communicating with the British anc
being giving command of the new fortifications that were being built at West P
planned to turn in all over to them.

John Andre
many believe they would have won the war. The river would later help transport French troops on their way

to Yorktown, Virginia where they would help the Americans win the last decisive battle of the war. General George Waghington
would then spend the last year of the war with his troops at the New Windsor cantonment in Newburgh. Later, the Copstitutior
would be ratified by the state of New York in 1788 at a courthouse in Poughkeepsie and George Washington would be spvorn in ¢
the first president of the United States in 1789 in New York City.
